 Eucalyptus, the most widespread of 

all California trees, can be found in abun-

dance from the California- Oregon border 

all the way down California to the San 

Diego ï Mexico border.  

 Eucalyptus is derived from the Greek 

words eu (well) and kalyptus (covered).  

They were introduced to California from 

Australia in the 1850ôs. There are 700 

species of Eucalyptus in Australia and 

some 300 species in California.  Eucalyp-

tus leaves are known to be used for infec-

tions, fever, upset stomach, and to help 

loosen coughs. The leaf is also used for 

treating respiratory tract infections, 

whooping cough, asthma, pulmonary tu-

berculosis, osteoarthritis, joint pain 

(rheumatism), acne, wounds, poorly heal-

ing ulcers, burns, bacterial dysentery, 

ringworms, liver and gallbladder prob-

lems, loss of appetite, and cancer. 

 If you have a eucalyptus planted next 

to your home, you are ñwell coveredò by 

its canopy and you probably have a love 

ïhate relationship with your tree. The 

tree is providing beauty, grace and shade 

while dropping lots of leaves, seed pods 

and branches all year round, and if thatôs 

not enough Eucalyptus also leak a dark 

sap called ñKinoò a reddish-brown dried 

gummy tar exudation. Kino is activated 

by mechanical wounds when a tree is in-

valided by insects; the tree fills its pours 

and wounds with kino to protect itself. 

 Properly cared for, eucalyptus trees 

can be a major asset to any property pro-

viding aesthetic beauty.  

 Here are a few tips to ensure Eucalyp-

tus have your property well covered: 

1. Have the tree thinned and shaped 

every year, this will minimize leaf, 

branch and debris droppings.  

2. Be sure the tree is well irrigated, the 

extra water will help keep the tree 

from becoming stressed and keep in-

sectôs away.  

3.  Never ñTopò your eucalyptus, this will 

cause hundreds of suckers to grow 

throughout the canopy and will in-

crease instead of decrease branch and 

leaf droppings, this will also will acti-

vate the  flow of kino because of the 

large wounds. The long term affect of 

topping would be root and canopy de-

cay, leading to the death of the tree.  

 As one can see, Eucalyptus, when 

properly cared for will not only add aes-

thetic value to a property but can be en-

joyed by all for many years to come.
