 June through August is the opportune time to 
trim palm trees. During this time of the year, the 
palms have finished producing their flowers and 
fruit, and they are now ready to be removed from 
the Palms, along with all dead or dying fronds, 
which can appear to be yellow or brown in color. 
 Removing flowers and fruit gives the palms a 
clean and aesthetically pleasing look. It also frees 
up starch that benefits in the production of the 
newly developing fronds. 
 When trimming palms, avoid having any of 
the green fronds removed. Removing green 
fronds eliminates a valuable food source that 
keeps the trees healthy and viable as well as dis-
ease free. Another reason not to remove the 
green fronds, is that they protect the newer 
younger fronds from wind damage.

 Specific measures should be taken in order to 
accommodate the changing needs of a land-
scaped environment, especially during the hot, dry 
summer months. 
 Focus is placed on the importance of a well 
functioning irrigation system and itôs effects on the 
aesthetic value of a property. Irrigation evaluations 
are most definitely needed and should be per-
formed regularly.  
 An experienced technician should evaluate 
the property paying special attention to the sur-
face plant material as well as flowers. These tend 
to be the first to show signs of stress due to lack 
of water or any dramatic changes in the system. 
Turf  areas will start to show signs of stress on an 
average of about 4-5 days without adequate irriga-
tion. Flowers can be less durable and begin to 
show signs of lack of water even sooner. 

 Here is a small checklist of items to take 
into consideration when performing an irrigation 
evaluation. Look for: 
¶  Broken or clogged nozzles 
¶  Valve problems 
¶  Coverage insufficiencies 
 Keeping these issues in mind will most cer-
tainly assist in obtaining maximum performance 
from your propertyôs irrigation system.

Now that water 
conservation compels us to change our plant-
ers to drought tolerant plants, I assure you, 
beauty and a feeling of a lush landscape is still 
attainable. To Illustrate my point, below are 
some drought tolerant plants for you to con-
sider integrating into your landscape. 

 The picture above includes the plant material 
listed below. (All of these plants are evergreens) 
 1. Red Dwarf Kangaroo Paws  & Yellow and 
Red Tall Kangaroo Paws are the plants that have 
foliage at their base that look like thick upright 
grass strips and then the blooms, that look like 
paws, are small, colored and furry at the top  green 
stems. 
 2. Red Cordyline is the deep burgundy pair of 
plants in this picture that look like a burst of strap 
leaves jetting out from one singular stem. 
 3. Orange blooming Clivia is a growing plant 
that has really thick green strap leaves that shoot 
up from ground and flop outward. 
 4. Aeonium is a light green succulent that adds 
texture to the plant mix, there are a few in the front 
and cluster at the far right.

Summer Landscape  
Maintenance  
 
 Climatic changes require specific measures to 

maintain the appearance of a landscaped environ-

ment. With the summer upon us, there are certain 

steps that should be taken to ensure that the continu-

ous beauty in any landscaped area remains  consis-

tent during increased temperatures.  

 

¶  Annual color when properly used, can dramatically enhance the aesthetic 

 value of a property. Color choices that should be kept in mind for summer 

 are impatiens, petunias, marigolds, vinca and periwinkle. 

   

¶  Aeration should be completed before plant material is installed. Aerating soil 

 allows fertilizer and water to get deep into the root systems, and prevents run

 -off. Areas that are not aerated do not develop or establish root systems well. 

  

¶  Controlling pests is also an important factor to maintaining healthy annual 

 color throughout the summer months. Insects such as snails, mites, aphids, 

 can wreak havoc on plant material if not properly controlled. 

  

¶  During increases in temperature, water during the coolest parts of the day, 

 preferably, early morning, and increase cycles.
