 Investment in landscape trees pays 

through improved air quality, reduced 

greenhouse gasses, lower air conditioning 

bills, increased property values, feelings of 

well-being, and more. Water, however, may 

be the most significant global environmental 

crisis coming our way in the future. Trees 

play a pivotal role there as well.   

 New research continues to demonstrate 

that urban forests and individual trees play 

critical roles in a landscaped environment. 

 Trees have considerable potential to 

intercept rainfall, especially in leaves. Now 

the potential of tree roots to help the soil 

perform its hydrologic function is beginning 

to be understood as well. Controlling urban 

run-off-water that runs over the ground sur-

face into streams and other water bodies has 

traditionally been viewed as primarily a 

flood control issue. Whether or not a tree 

is part of a storm-water management in-

stallation, the roots can play their role in 

improving soil infiltration, while the can-

opy captures rainfall and gives us the 

cooling shade we need. 

 It seems like the perfect marriage: 

storm water collects in the reservoir and 

makes the compacted soil below soft and 

penetrable, flood tolerant trees species 

penetrate the compacted layer and the 

storm water has an infiltration path. 

 As one can see, trees play a much 

more vital role in the overall scheme of a 

landscaped environment than one may 

think, from controlling run off to provid-

ing much needed shade and beauty.

 On April 15, 2009, the Municipal Water District 

of Orange County (MWDOC) issued a press confer-

ence implementing a ñwater supply allocation pro-

gramò calling for a ten percent reduction in water us-

age effective July 1, 2009. This program requires 

mandatory water conservation measures be enacted. 

(see www.mwdoc.com)  

 Landscape water usage can account for over fifty 

percent of the water used on a property. For managers 

of large properties, this information is very important. 

Property managers of multi-family, commercial, in-

dustrial and/or institutional landscapes can be proac-

tive and take action now by retrofitting every land-

scape for less water usage and higher efficiency. 

 Tierra Verde Landscape, Inc. is actively support-

ing itôs clients to implement water conservation pro-

grams. 

 ñSpinnaker Bay HOA has a very involved Land-

scape Committee which is concerned with water con-

servation as well as the beauty of the complex. The 

Spinnaker Bay Board of Directors was the first of my 

properties to recognize the water shortage that we all 

face. They had Tierra Verde Landscape, Inc. install 

satellite monitored controllers in 2006 and 2007, and 

revamp the irrigation in the entire complex for better 

coverage with less runoff.ò They are now trying to 

use drought resistant plant material to further mini-

mize water usage whenever possible.ò says Linda 

Franzese of Pacific Coast Management. Implement-

ing years of horticultural wisdom, a wealth of knowl-

edge in irrigation design, repair and installation, and 

water conservation techniques as well, Tierra Verde 

Landscape, Inc. works with itôs clients to retrofit 

properties to become more water efficient.

 4. Analyze slope area irrigation systems. Convert 

 to drip systems. 

 5. Utilize an experienced professional mainte-

 nance company for setting accurate and timely 

 schedules for weather-based controllers and 

 smart-timers. 

 6. Determine exactly how much water the plants, 

 shrubs, trees and turf areas throughout the 

 property actually require. 

 7. Install water-conserving devices throughout the 

 property. 

 8. Apply for rebates where applicable. 

  

 Remember-saving water not only means saving 

money, but is critical for the preservation of the envi-

ronment.

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Summer Landscape  
Maintenance  
 
 Climatic changes require specific measures to 

maintain the appearance of a landscaped environ-

ment. With the summer upon us, there are certain 

steps that should be taken to ensure that the con-

tinuous beauty in any landscaped area remains  

consistent during increased temperatures.  

 

¶  Annual color when properly used, can dramatically enhance the aesthetic 

 value of a property. Color choices that should be kept in mind for summer 

 are impatiens, petunias, marigolds, vinca and periwinkle. 

   

¶  Aeration should be completed before plant material is installed. Aerating soil 

 allows fertilizer and water to get deep into the root systems, and prevents run

 -off. Areas that are not aerated do not develop or establish root systems well. 

  

¶  Controlling pests is also an important factor to maintaining healthy annual 

 color throughout the summer months. Insects such as snails, mites, aphids, 

 can wreak havoc on plant material if not properly controlled. 

  

¶  During increases in temperature, water during the coolest parts of the day, 

 preferably, early morning, and increase cycles.
